The Downtown Greenway was envisioned in 2001.  Between then and now, construction prices escalated, public 

art and design/construction opportunities grew, and the need for staff expanded and extended over 20 years. 

The City has identified the public funding they need to complete the construction of the final section. In the fall 

of 2019, we determined that we needed to raise $1 million in private funding to meet the private obligations to 

finish the enhancements along the ‘Final Mile’.  To date all but $250,000 has been raised towards that goal. You 

can be a part of making this happen.
